Looking at the history of Islam, we see that bigotry and going to extremes in
religion have led to much bloodshed and unrest. In the Islamic world, both historically
and today, there have been—and still are—cases where, as a result of fanatical or
extreme religiosity, even a believing Muslim is labeled a kafir (unbeliever) or murtadd
(apostate).

Because of excessive rigor and extremism in religion, many sects emerged among
Muslims and continue to exist today. In the past, outsiders, the Mu‘tazilites, the
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Marisiyya, the Rafida, the Qadariyya, and the Jahmiyya—enemies of the faith—caused
great harm to Islam. Today there are groups such as al Qaeda, the Muslim
Brotherhood, Hizb ut Tahrir, Hizbullah, the Tablighi movement, the Akromiyah, the
Nurcu, pseudo Salafis, jihadists, and many other factions that promote religion as a
guise. Their real aims are to overthrow legitimate governments and to keep people in
terror and fear through terrorist acts; the damage they have done to Islam cannot be
compensated for by anything.

Islam is a moderate religion rooted in goodness, and it has always opposed
religious bigotry and extremism. Islam does not approve of fanaticism; on the
contrary, it calls for deep reflection and for being conciliatory toward others.

The foundation of Islam is built on tolerance and ease. In this sense, in the hadith
narrated from Abu Hurayrah (may Allah be pleased with him), our Prophet
Muhammad (peace be upon him) said: “Indeed, religion is easy. Whoever makes
religion harsh will be overcome by it.”

The negative consequences of fanaticism are many. They include showering
others with insults and reproaches, refusing to listen to others’ opinions and losing
impartiality which leads one away from the truth, alienating people from religion,
sowing discord among Muslims, and other similar dangers.
