ISLAM CALLS FOR GOODNESS, NOT TERROR.

The Quran, in addition to rejecting blind imitation of ancestors, leaders, and
leaders, also rejects one-sided thinking and calls upon Muslims to choose the best of
what they want to do. Because many people believe in something when they hear or
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read it once. However, it is more appropriate to think about it more deeply and choose
the best. The Quran called upon Muslims to do this 15 centuries ago:

“Those who listen to the speech and follow the best of it. Those are the ones
whom Allah has guided. Those are the ones who are endowed with understanding.”
(Surah Az-Zumar, verse 18)

In this verse, Allah commands Muslims to listen to all speech, understand it, and
then follow the best of it. Allah calls such a person “guided” and “wise.”

At the same time, Islam also defines goodness and calls for its practice. Usually,
people do not disagree about whether goodness is desirable. They disagree about what
goodness is. Everyone understands their own way to be good. They define goodness in
their own way, set boundaries, and set signs. In Islam, goodness is what Allah has
declared good. What they are is fully described by Allah in the following verse of the
Holy Quran in Surah Al-Baqarah:

“Righteousness is not that you turn your faces towards the East or the West. But
righteousness is to believe in Allah, the Last Day, the angels, the Book, and the
Messengers, and to spend out of your wealth, for love of it, to relatives, orphans, the
needy, the beggars, and to free slaves, and to establish prayer and to pay zakat. Those
who fulfill their covenant when they make a covenant, and are patient in times of
poverty, hardship and hardship, those are the ones who are truthful. Those are the
righteous.” (177)

The verse clearly states that goodness does not come from doing or saying certain
actions or words on its own.

Belief is the beginning and foundation of goodness. Without it, that is, without
faith, there can be no goodness. A person with true faith does not resort to corruption,
terrorism, or sedition. Because whoever does not believe in Allah, the Last Day, the
angels, the books, and the prophets, no goodness will come from him. Even if it comes,
it will not be permanent.

A person with faith gives from his wealth what he loves to his relatives and
relatives; to orphans who have been separated from their guardians, that is, to young
children who have not reached the age of puberty; to the poor, i.e. those who do not
have enough money or income to eat, drink, and live; to the homeless, i.e. people who
are far from their homeland without any income; to beggars, i.e. those who are forced
to ask for financial help from others due to their lack of financial means to live; to free
slaves, i.e. slaves who have agreed with their master to be freed in exchange for a
certain amount of money. A person who makes a habit of giving money is freed from
the vices of greed, weakness, and stinginess. He is freed from slavery to wealth and the
world. This is a high human virtue. Only those with high human virtues will sincerely
help people in this category. A person who does this will have done true goodness.

Performing the obligatory prayers on time, with proper bowing, prostration, and
other rituals, and with humility. In prayer, a person turns to Allah with both his inner
and outer being. In it, the body, mind, and soul of a person come into action.

The wealthy Muslims give a certain amount of their wealth to their deserving
brothers as a financial act of worship. This act is obligatory upon the owner of the
wealth by Allah. The person who fulfills this obligation is a doer of good.

Keeping one's covenant is one of the visible signs of Islam and faith, and it has
been repeated repeatedly in the Holy Quran. Whoever keeps one's covenant will be a
sharer of the goodness described by Allah.

Patience is also considered one of the highest and necessary qualities of believing
and Muslim people. It has been discussed in detail in the interpretation of the previous
verses. Therefore, those who are patient in various difficult situations are among the
owners of goodness described by Allah.

At the end of the verse, those who possess these high-ranking qualities are
described as:

"Those are the truthful ones. Those are the righteous ones."

As it can be seen in this verse, the religion of Islam not only Muslims, but also the
entire humanity, to do good and prevent corruption, terror, and evil.
